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Until the age of 10, I spent my winter holidays at 
my grandparents' house in Nice and I can still re-
member the carnival de Nice as being a real and 
impressive moment of joy and happiness.

I didn't know 
at this time that it was so famous and appealed so 
many tourists from all over the world thanks to its 
battle of flowers, its spectacular floats made by 
the "Carnavaliers" and its illuminations. 
Originally, in Christian countries, the Carnival was 
the last moment of loose and allowed excesses 
before entering into Lent and Fast, a period of ab-
stinence and light cooking. Nowadays, the symbol-
ic meaning of the Carnival has lost many of its 
meanings, but the festival remains a huge mo-
ment to celebrate for two weeks. 

The battles of flowers are a parade of floats com-
pletely decorated with flowers. Each of them 
measures six metres high, seven metres long and 
two metres wide. On each of them, two or three 
models, luxuriously made up and dressed in spar-
kling suits, throw flowers to the crowd. The carni-
val is also famous for its big heads, floats and oth-
er subjects in pasteboard made by the 
Carnavaliers : each year, a theme is given and a 
competition is organized to reward these unpaid 
artists. The Illuminations during the Period of the 
Carnival are particularly beautiful and transform 
the Place Massena into a magical world : 500 me-
tres of panels of 10 metres high, thousands of 
hand coloured lamps represent the theme of the 
Carnival and transform the city into a fairy uni-
verse. 

What an amazing spectacle and an incredible at-
mosphere ! 

  I was expecting Romeo in the evening, but 
things don't always work as you expect them to. 

I 
grabbed the first thing I could find from the ward-
robe and I rushed out of the house.
